Association has purchased and installed new handrails for Acacia and Atlas paths! Atlas

Path connects Hill Road and Grizzly Peak Boulevard, and Acacia Steps (pictured above)

connects Cragmont Avenue and Spruce Street. Both are steep paths that benefit greatly

from handrails.

“I just had a look at Acacia Steps,” says one of our members who lives near the path. “The

handrail spans the entire length, not just the steep, scary railroad ties near Spruce, and it’s

AWESOME. I almost choked up when I saw it. I went up, and even in slippery, muddy

conditions I felt completely safe with the handrail. Go team!”

The two new handrails, which cost upwards of $40,000 for the two, are made possible by

all of our AWESOME donors. Dozens of paths in Berkeley desperately need handrails,

which Berkeley Path Wanderers Association — in consultation with Berkeley Public Works

Department — has estimated will cost around $1 million. READ MORE

Diane Resek, path builder extraordinaire, passes away at 82

With much love and sadness, Berkeley Path Wanderers Association reports that longtime

path pal Diane Resek passed away peacefully at home on February 19 at age 82.

“A great Path Builder recently passed,” said Steve Glaeser, lead path-builder for Berkeley

Path Wanderers Association. “We will miss her humility, her humor and fortitude, her love

of playing in the dirt and hitting things with a sledge hammer, the joy she took building the

paths, working with others to accomplish great goals.”

Resek started volunteering on Berkeley Path Wanderers Association’s path maintenance

crew, and then got very involved with path building 4 years ago.

Resek was a retired San Francisco State math professor who lived on Poppy Lane, where

Miller Avenue ends, for 35 years. She often went for long walks in the paths-rich Cragmont

neighborhood and delighted in helping to build new paths.

“I love the physical exertion,” Resek told us in 2021. “For me it was really exciting to do

something with my body that made a difference, and helped people.”

The path-building team is developing plans to construct a bench near Pinnacle Path in

Resek’s honor.
