We were recently awakened by loud “hoo-hoos” outside our bedroom window, and while it
was clear that this was an owl, we couldn’t figure out where it was, and weren’t sure what
kind of owl it was either (though it was so loud that my wife had to go sleep in another
room).

BirdNET (birdnet.cornell.edu) is a free app for both Android and iOS devices that lets you
record bird sounds and then upload them to find out what bird is making the sound. It's a
citizen science platform developed by the Cornell Lab of Ornithology and the Chemnitz
University of Technology to research whether computers can learn to recognize birds from
the calls they make.

Out on the paths, | can often hear a bird but can’t see it clearly (or get close enough to do
s0), and this app has been fun to use to figure out who is calling (except for crows, for
obvious reasons...).
